• How much does the banner and 

materials cost?  

There is no cost associated with the 

banner or materials.  The banner will

arrive complete with new name patches

and will be placed on the 

banner in the order in which they were

awarded.  

If your Kiwanis club does not qualify for

the Honor Club Recognition Program, a 

banner can be ordered for US$65 and

used to display George F. Hixson 

Fellowship members, Tablet of Honor 

recipients, and Heritage Society 

members.  This is an excellent way to

promote each program and an incentive

to add additional members to achieve

Honor Club status.

In 1997, the Kiwanis International Foundation created
the Honor Club Banner Recognition Program to 
recognize clubs that excel in supporting the
Foundation’s endowment.  Funds contributed to the
endowment allow the Foundation to continue its 
support of worldwide grants, Kiwanis International
sponsored programs, and assistance to victims of 
disaster worldwide.  To date, more than 315 Kiwanis
clubs participate in the Honor Club Banner Recognition
Program.  

To be eligible for Honor Club status, club members and
their spouses must participate or be recipients in the
George F. Hixson Fellowship, Tablet of Honor, and/or
Heritage Society.  

Qualification for the Kiwanis International Foundation’s
Honor Club Banner Recognition Program is based on
the Kiwanis club’s previous September 30th paid 
membership.  

A Kiwanis club with 30 or less members must have a
minimum of 10 George F. Hixson Fellowship members,
Tablet of Honor recipients, and/or Heritage Society
members.  

A Kiwanis club with 31 or more members must have a
minimum total of George F. Hixson Fellowship 
members, Tablet of Honor recipients, and/or Heritage
Society members equal to one-third of the club’s 
membership.  

Frequently Asked Questions

• Do Diamond-level Hixsons count in the 

minimum requirement?  

Diamond-level Hixsons do not count as 

separate Hixsons, so they are not eligible for the

minimum requirement.

• If an individual is a George F. Hixson Fellowship 

member, Tablet of Honor recipient, and Heritage 

Society member, what happens?  

When all three criteria are met for one individual,

this counts as three points toward the minimum 

requirement.  

• Are non-Kiwanians eligible for the minimum 

requirement?  

Yes, non-Kiwanians, such as spouses, are eligible.

Deceased members can be included in the overall

count, too.  

• Once the criteria are met, will a Kiwanis club 

automatically receive the banner? 

No, a Kiwanis club that has met the criteria must

contact the Kiwanis International Foundation 

office to order the banner.

8755), ext. 158.  Or, if you are unsure of the club’s
record of George F. Hixson Fellowship members,
Tablet of Honor recipients, or Heritage Society
members, contact the office for the current
records. Please allow three to four weeks to
receive the banner.
